R.V.M. Bog Strips are light and small textile strips, reinforced with rods. They are used for getting 
out of a bogged situation. Using two or four Bog Strips, in extremely slippery circumstances each 
with its own easy operable anchor, a single person can quickly recover a vehicle up to 10 tons.

All Bog Strips consist of a woven synthetic fabric composed of Delta�ex yarns which do not 
overheat under spinning wheel conditions. The transverse reinforcement rods ensure excellent 
wheel load distribution, enabling the vehicle to traverse very soft, muddy soil. After use, the Bog 
Strips can be easily cleaned and then stored in compact rolls.

BOG STRIPS LIGHT TRACKWAY HEAVY TRACKWAY

The R.V.M. Heavy Trackway is a portable road that can be laid out in a 
few minutes, allowing heavy vehicles to stand on or cross soft terrain. 
The Heavy Trackway Jumbo Mat is reinforced with galvanised steel 
wires in length direction. For extreme conditions or extremely heavy 
material, you may choose the Heavy Trackway Mammoth Mat. On top of 
the steel wires in length direction, the ‘Mammoth’ is reinforced by 
spring steel bars in transverse direction. Both types of Heavy Trackway 
can be rolled up for storage and transport.

These mats do not require any maintenance and have proven to last for 
many years. Typical Heavy Trackway Jumbo or Mammoth applications 
are: making marshy terrains passable for heavy tra�c, a temporary or 
emergency road, connecting a temporary bridge or a ferry with existing 
roads, a boat landing site, a swerving o� area or hard standing for 
equipment, a helipad, a platform for crane operations.

The R.V.M. Light Trackway serves as a light weight portable road segment, to carry any vehicle 
across muddy or unstable soils: trucks, land rovers, wheel loaders and even tracked vehicles. The 
Light Trackway can be used under severe conditions and has been designed to be manually carried 
by a team of six people and deployed by only two people. Therefore, a single Light Trackway Mat 
has a total weight of less than 150 kg. 

Originally developed for the Amphibious Support Battalion of the Royal Dutch Marine Corps, the 
Light Trackway is a perfect solution for situations in which a number of vehicles must keep moving 
and time is a critical factor.
